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Original Edition (OE) probe connects to the host PC via an IEEE-1284 A-C type parallel cable or USB
1.1. The software also supports the Altera® USB Blaster and ByteBlaster cables. Details regarding
the hardware connections and initial software configuration for each probe will be in separate
sections.
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Source-level debuggers supported are the Altera Nios II IDE – Integrated Debug Environment based
on open-source Eclipse, the Mentor code|lab debugger, and the Altera Insight-GDB windows-based
debugger.

3. Installing the Software

The FS2 software for the Nios II processor is installed automatically when you install the Nios II
development tools provided by Altera. When you order a hardware probe from FS2, a CDROM is
included with the hardware shipment. It may include a more current version of the FS2 debugger
software than that of the Nios II installation, so it is recommended that you install it after the Nios II
software is installed.

Software updates (in the form of a self-extracting .exe program) may also be downloaded
electronically via the FS2 website to licensed users with FS2 hardware under warranty. For more
information, email FS2 support (support@fs2.com).
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The following screen captures are the prompts that the installation program sequences through:

For CDROM, the password is located on the case. For a download, the password is obtained
from FS2 support (support@fs2.com).

Selecting “Yes” installs the software inside the Nios II directories. This is the version that runs when
starting up Nios II IDE or gdb/Insight from the Bash shell. Note that this dialog will only appear if the
Nios II software is already installed.
