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4. Console Command-Line Interface

The Console can be used as both a user interface and as a means of automating sequences of tasks.
It is based on Tcl/Tk, a widely used command language and GUI builder. The Console uses Tcl/Tk
version 8.4.11.

There is an online Tcl/Tk Reference available under the Help menu. One online reference is
http://www.tcl.tk.There are a number of excellent books about Tcl available; FS2 recommends
Practical Programming in Tcl and Tk, Third Edition, by Brent Welch.

A number of command primitives and Tcl procedures have been added to customize Tcl for this
application. Commands are included for system configuration, emulation control, memory access
including an assembler and disassembler, register access, trace and trigger access, file download,
and status indication. The commands are detailed in the MIPS Console Command Reference.
